A Mayoral candidate must reside and vote in the City of McMinnville and have resided within the City of McMinnville for one year prior to candidacy.  Mayoral candidates must obtain signatures from fifty voters registered within the City of McMinnville.
Membership on the City Council requires that a person reside and vote in the City of McMinnville and have resided within the City of McMinnville for one year prior to candidacy.  Each petitioner must run for election in the ward in which they reside.  The wards are generally described as follows:  Ward 1 - south of West Second Street and west of SE Davis Street; Ward 2 – north of West Second Street and west of Baker Street and includes an area generally described as being north of Highway 99W and west of Hembree Street; Ward 3 – south of Highway 99W and east of Baker Street and of Davis Street south of its intersection with Wilson Street.  City Council candidates must obtain signatures from fifty voters registered in the ward in which the candidate is running.
