Matches on Monday & Wednesday evenings at DUNIWAY Middle School. 12
regular season games, plus a season-end single elimination tournament.

Valid rosters must have at least 3 female and 3 male players listed. All players must
sign roster before playing. Players may play for only one team in our league.
Players must be 18 years of age or older and not participating in any
intercollegiate, high school or USVBA play. Children are not allowed in gyms
during scheduled matches.

Deadline for registration: Wednesday, March 11, $190 PER TEAM. Fees and
completed roster due at time of registration. Registration after March 11 is
dependent on availability and will include a $30 late fee.

Schedules for all teams will be available on Friday, March 20, 5 pm. Season runs
from March 30-May 13 (start and end dates may change depending on number
of teams). Please attach any scheduling requests to roster form. As much as it is
possible the schedule will reflect these requests.

Players may only be added through April 15, No pick up players for season end
tournament.

** ALL MATCHES WILL BE OFFICIATED BY TEAMS **

Team managers are responsible for behavior and sportsmanship of their players.
Any player dismissed for unsportsmanlike behavior will not be eligible for the next
scheduled match. Any player dismissed from two matches will become ineligible
for the remainder of the season. Teams who do not provide officiating will forfeit
their next match and will be written out of the schedule on the second forfeit.

No children in gyms. This is an adult only program in compliance with school
district wishes. NO food or drink in school buildings.

Gym supervisor will record scores and keep standings. Winning team managers
should check in following their match. First tfeams listed must help put up nets and
final teams listed must help take them down.

Changes in schedule. School District retains the right to adjust the recreation
schedule with alterations in school schedule. If matches are postponed or if fimes
are changed we expect that adults will ‘go with the flow.” Refusal to cooperate
with school district employees may mean the outright cancellation of
games/league.
